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World Meteorological Organization The graph above, which appeared on the cover of a 1999 report from the World Meteorological Organization, blends historical “proxy” records of temperature (from tree rings and other sources) with recent records from thermometers. 

The graph below, which presents the thermometer records as a separate black line, shows that the proxy records diverged from the thermometer records in recent decades. 

Scientists preparing the top graph discussed how to “hide the decline” in the green line, which was taken from recent tree-ring analyses they considered unreliable.
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
